2009 Aquatics
Programs

Swim Levels and Prerequisites
Pre-School Levels 

Pike: (3-5 Year Olds)
Skills Required: None

This class teaches bubble blowing, front and back float
with support, bobbing with submerging and
independence in the water with flotation.

Swim 5 yards without assistance.

Eel: (3-5 Year Olds)
Skills Required: Pass All of Pike Skills

This class teaches front & back float, front & back
glide without support, jumping into the water
unsupported and swimming back to the side.

Swim 15 yards without assistance.

Progressive Swim 
Polliwog: (6-12 Year Olds)

Skills Required: None
This class teaches bubble blowing, putting face

in the water, front and back float without support,
bobbing with submerging, and independence

in the water with floatation.
Swim 20 feet without floatation.

Guppy: (6-12 Year Olds)
Skills Required: Pass All of Polliwog Skills

This class will teach rudimentary 25 yard crawl,
introduction to elementary back stroke, under water

swimming and deep water entries.

(40+ hrs), and all are Child/Adult CPR, First Aid and AED Certified. Staff are also trained on Child Behavior
Management, Policy & Procedures, Group Games, Risk Management and other necessary issues for running a safe camp.
Here are some safety facts about your Cherokee Outdoor Family YMCA.

• Staff to camper ratios vary depending on age and the activity of the campers, and ratios are low
to ensure excellent supervision.
The ratios range from 1 - 10 in younger ages to maximum of 1 - 14 for older ages.

• All swimming and water sports activities are supervised by Certified Lifeguards.

• Activities happen rain or shine. We move indoors in the case of severe weather.

Registration
Procedures

Registration Day: March 1, 2009
1:00 - 4:00 p.m. at the Cherokee Outdoor Family YMCA Main Office

• Immunization Records MUST be submitted with  
registration. A new immunization record MUST 
be submitted each year. WE MUST HAVE THE 3231 FORM.

• A separate registration form for each child is required.
The form may be photocopied.

• Provide all information requested, including your signature and 
initialing of Payment Policies on the registration form.

• Incomplete registration forms will be sent back to you to complete.
This will delay processing.

• You may register in person, by mail, or by fax. YMCA fax number:
770-591-7054.

• Registration closes the Wednesday before the start of each program 
at 12:00 pm. OR when the camp is full.

• A NON-REFUNDABLE DEPOSIT of $20 per child per week is due at 
the time of registration. If registering less than 3 weeks in 
advance, payment is due in full at the time of registration.

• Membership is also due at the time of registration, unless your 
membership is current and extends through the camp week of choice.

• Faxed registrations require payment by credit card (Visa, MasterCard,
Discover, or American Express). Please sign credit card 
authorization on registration form.

• Please make checks payable to: Cherokee Outdoor Family YMCA.

Payment of Balance
• Payment is due in full on the Friday three weeks prior to the start 

of each camp program.
• Payment must be received by the due date to confirm your child’s 

camp reservation.
• If you have an unpaid balance your child will not be allowed to 

attend any further camps until the balance is paid in full.

Additions
• To add a camp week, fill out an addition form and make payment 

to the front office. You may pick up an addition form from the 
front office or call to have one faxed to you. ALL CHANGES  
MUST BE DONE IN WRITING.

Cancellations
• Cancellations must be made in writing on a Cancellation 

Form. This form may be picked up at the front office or call to 
have one faxed to you. Return cancellation form to the front office.

• If cancellation is made 3 weeks before the registered week, the 
balance will be refunded (deposit is non-refundable).

• If cancellation is made less than 3 weeks before the registered 
week, all moneys paid will be forfeited.

• There are no refunds for days missed due to illness or other 
special reasons. Children sent home for disruptive behavior will not 
warrant a refund.

• If a cancellation form is not filled out and turned in 3 
weeks prior to the start of the camp, and your child does 
not attend camp, you will be responsible for payment 
balance.

Camp Transfers
• You may transfer from one camp to another camp ONLY within the 

week that you are already registered.
• Transfer into another camp will be granted upon camp availability.
• Transfer requests must be made in writing no later than 1 week

prior to the start of the registered week.
• You may not transfer from one week to another week. This 

requires cancellation of one registered week and addition to 
another week.

Facility & Program Membership Fees
Family Program Membership: $35/year
This membership allows you and your family the opportunity to take part in YMCA programs, such as youth
sports or summer day camps. An added bonus allows you to enjoy the playground, fishing docks, basketball
courts, hiking and biking trails and early registration on specific programs. You will receive a program
guide and seasonal newsletter. Good for one year from date of purchase.
